Finance Director Saubert presented 
information on quotes received from local financial institutions in conjunction with the George Street 
borrowing.  Saubert indicated that he had obtained quotes from area banks.  It was moved by Binnie and 
seconded by Goettl to proceed with the borrowing process.

AGREEMENT WITH BAKER TILLY FOR PURPOSE OF IDENTIFYING A JOINT-VENTURE 
PARTNER FOR CONSTRUCTION OF A HIGH STRENGTH WASTE STATION AT THE 
WASTEWATER TREATMENT PLANT.  Discussion relating to entering into a contract with Baker 
Tilly to review the possibility of including a new high strength waste receiving station at the Wastewater 
Treatment plant occurred.  Baker Tilley would locate a joint venture partner that would provide most or 
all of the funding to construct the station and revenue sharing for services provided by the utility.  The 
$10,000 non-refundable retainer and a success fee that would equal 10% of the construction cost of the 
station, but not less than $40,000.  A lengthy discussion ensued where numerous concerns were 
expressed, including concern about the limited experience Baker Tilly has with regard to this type of task.  
It was moved by Binnie and seconded by Grady to approve the proposal from Baker Tilley to locate a 
joint venture partner that will provide most or all the funding to construct the high strength receiving 
station.

RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING ISSUANCE AND SALE OF UP TO $21,605,138 SEWER 
SYSTEM REVENUE BONDS, SERIES 2016, AND PROVIDING FOR OTHER DETAILS 
AND COVENANTS WITH RESPECT THERETO, AND APPROVAL OF RELATED 
$22,312,638 FINANCIAL ASSISTANCE AGREEMENT.   
 

RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE AND 
SALE OF UP TO $21,605,138 SEWER SYSTEM REVENUE BONDS, SERIES 2016, 

AND PROVIDING FOR OTHER DETAILS AND 
COVENANTS WITH RESPECT THERETO 

WHEREAS, the City of Whitewater, Walworth and Jefferson Counties, Wisconsin (the 
"Municipality") owns and operates a sewer system (the "System") which is operated for a public 
purpose as a public utility by the Municipality; and 

WHEREAS, pursuant to a resolution adopted on July 16, 1996 (the "1996 Resolution"), 
the Municipality has heretofore issued its Sewer System Revenue Bonds, Series 1996, dated 
July 24, 1996 (the "1996 Bonds"), which are payable from the income and revenues of the 
System; and  

 
WHEREAS, pursuant to a resolution adopted on November 17, 2009 (the "2009 

Resolution"), the Municipality has heretofore issued its Sewer System Revenue Bonds, Series 
2009, dated December 9, 2009 (the "2009 Bonds"), which are payable from the income and 
revenues of the System; and 

WHEREAS, pursuant to a resolution adopted on January 19, 2010 (the "2010 Resolution"), 
the Municipality has heretofore issued its Sewer System Revenue Refunding Bonds, Series 2010, 
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dated February 9, 2010 (the "2010 Bonds"), which are payable from the income and revenues of 
the System; and 

WHEREAS, pursuant to a resolution adopted on July 19, 2011 (the "2011 Resolution"), the 
Municipality has heretofore issued its Sewer System Revenue Bonds, Series 2011, dated July 27, 
2011 (the "2011 Bonds"), which are payable from the income and revenues of the System; and 

WHEREAS, pursuant to a resolution adopted on May 1, 2012 (the "2012 Resolution"), the 
Municipality has heretofore issued its Sewer System Revenue Bonds, Series 2012, dated May 17, 
2012 (the "2012 Bonds"), which are payable from the income and revenues of the System; and 

WHEREAS, the 1996 Bonds, the 2009 Bonds, the 2010 Bonds, the 2011 Bonds and the 2012 
Bonds shall collectively be referred to as the "Prior Bonds"; and 

WHEREAS, the 1996 Resolution, the 2009 Resolution, the 2010 Resolution, the 2011 
Resolution and the 2012 Resolution shall collectively be referred to as the "Prior Resolutions"; 
and 

 
WHEREAS, certain improvements to the System are necessary to meet the needs of the 

Municipality and the residents thereof, consisting of the construction of a project (the "Project") 
assigned Clean Water Fund Program Project No. 4558-02 by the Department of Natural 
Resources, and as described in the Department of Natural Resources approval letter for the plans 
and specifications of the Project, or portions thereof, issued under Section 281.41, Wisconsin 
Statutes, assigned No. S-2014-0552 and dated September 9, 2015 by the DNR; and 

WHEREAS, under the provisions of Chapter 66, Wisconsin Statutes any municipality may, 
by action of its governing body, provide for purchasing, acquiring, constructing, extending, 
adding to, improving, operating and managing a public utility from the proceeds of bonds, which 
bonds are to be payable only from the revenues received from any source by such utility, 
including all rentals and fees; and 

WHEREAS, the Municipality deems it to be necessary, desirable and in its best interest to 
authorize and sell sewer system revenue bonds of the Municipality payable solely from the 
revenues of the System, pursuant to the provisions of Section 66.0621, Wisconsin Statutes, to 
pay the cost of the Project; and 

WHEREAS, the estimated date that construction of the Project will be completed is May 1, 
2018; and 
 WHEREAS, the Prior Resolutions permit the issuance of additional bonds on a parity 
with the Prior Bonds upon certain conditions, and those conditions have been met; and 

WHEREAS, other than the Prior Bonds, no bonds or obligations payable from the revenues 
of the System are now outstanding. 

NOW, THEREFORE, be it resolved by the Governing Body of the Municipality that: 
Section 1.  Definitions.  The following terms shall have the following meanings in this 

Resolution unless the text expressly or by implication requires otherwise: 
(a) "Act" means Section 66.0621, Wisconsin Statutes; 
(b) "Bond Registrar" means the Municipal Treasurer which shall act as Paying Agent for the 

Bonds; 
(c) "Bonds" means the $21,605,138 Sewer System Revenue Bonds, Series 2016, of the 

Municipality dated their date of issuance, authorized to be issued by this Resolution; 
(d) "Bond Year" means the twelve-month period ending on each May 1; 
(e) "Current Expenses" means the reasonable and necessary costs of operating, maintaining, 

administering and repairing the System, including salaries, wages, costs of materials and 
supplies, insurance and audits, but shall exclude depreciation, debt service, tax equivalents and 
capital expenditures; 
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(f) "Debt Service Fund" means the Sewer System Revenue Bond and Interest Special 
Redemption Fund of the Municipality, which shall be the "special redemption fund" as such term 
is defined in the Act; 

(g) "Financial Assistance Agreement" means the Financial Assistance Agreement by and 
between the State of Wisconsin by the Department of Natural Resources and the Department of 
Administration and the Municipality pursuant to which the Bonds are to be issued and sold to the 
State, substantially in the form attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference; 

(h) "Fiscal Year" means the twelve-month period ending on each December 31; 
(i) "Governing Body" means the City Council, or such other body as may hereafter be the 

chief legislative body of the Municipality; 
(j) "Gross Earnings" means the gross earnings of the System, including earnings of the 

System derived from sewer charges imposed by the Municipality, all payments to the 
Municipality under any wastewater treatment service agreements between the Municipality and 
any contract users of the System, and any other monies received from any source including all 
rentals and fees and any special assessments levied and collected in connection with the Project; 

(k) "Municipal Treasurer" means the Treasurer of the Municipality who shall act as Bond 
Registrar and Paying Agent; 

(l) "Municipality" means the City of Whitewater, Walworth and Jefferson Counties, 
Wisconsin; 

(m) "Net Revenues" means the Gross Earnings of the System after deduction of Current 
Expenses; 

(n) "1996 Bonds" means the Municipality's Sewer System Revenue Bonds, Series 
1996, dated July 24, 1996; 

 
(o) "1996 Resolution" means a resolution adopted by the Governing Body on July 16, 1996 

authorizing the issuance of the 1996 Bonds; 
(p) "Parity Bonds" means bonds payable from the revenues of the System other than the 

Bonds but issued on a parity and equality with the Bonds pursuant to the restrictive provisions of 
Section 11 of this Resolution; 

(q) "Prior Bonds" means the 1996 Bonds, 2009 Bonds, 2010 Bonds, 2011 Bonds and 2012 
Bonds, collectively; 

(r) "Prior Resolutions" means the 1996 Resolution, 2009 Resolution, 2010 Resolution, 2011 
Resolution and 2012 Resolution, collectively; 

(s) "Project" means the Project described in the preamble to this Resolution.  All elements of 
the Project are to be owned and operated by the Municipality as part of the System as described 
in the preamble hereto; 

(t) "Record Date" means the close of business on the fifteenth day of the calendar month 
next preceding any principal or interest payment date;  

(u) "System" means the entire sewer system of the Municipality specifically including that 
portion of the Project owned by the Municipality and including all property of every nature now 
or hereafter owned by the Municipality for the collection, transmission, treatment, storage, 
metering and disposal of domestic, industrial and public sewerage and waste, including all 
improvements and extensions thereto made by the Municipality while any of the Bonds and 
Parity Bonds remain outstanding, including all real and personal property of every nature 
comprising part of or used or useful in connection with such sewer system and including all 
appurtenances, contracts, leases, franchises, and other intangibles; 

(v) "2009 Bonds" means the Municipality's Sewer System Revenue Bonds, Series 
2009, dated December 9, 2009; 
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(w) "2009 Resolution" means a resolution adopted by the Governing Body on November 17, 
2009 authorizing the issuance of the 2009 Bonds; 

(x) "2010 Bonds" means the Municipality's Sewer System Revenue Refunding Bonds, Series 
2010, dated February 9, 2010;  

(y) "2010 Resolution" means a resolution adopted by the Governing Body on January 19, 
2010 authorizing the issuance of the 2010 Bonds; 

(z) "2011 Bonds" means the Municipality's Sewer System Revenue Bonds, Series 2011, 
dated July 27, 2011; 

(aa) "2011 Resolution" means a resolution adopted by the Governing Body on July 19, 
2011 authorizing the issuance of the 2011 Bonds; 

(bb) "2012 Bonds" means the Municipality's Sewer System Revenue Bonds, Series 
2012, dated May 17, 2012; and 

(cc) "2012 Resolution" means a resolution adopted by the Governing Body on May 1, 
2012 authorizing the issuance of the 2012 Bonds. 

Section 2.  Authorization of the Bonds and the Financial Assistance Agreement.  For the 
purpose of paying the cost of the Project (including legal, fiscal, engineering and other 
expenses), there shall be borrowed on the credit of the income and revenue of the System up to 
the sum of $21,605,138; and fully registered revenue bonds of the Municipality are authorized to 
be issued in evidence thereof and sold to the State of Wisconsin Clean Water Fund Program in 
accordance with the terms and conditions of the Financial Assistance Agreement, which is 
incorporated herein by this reference and the City Manager and City Clerk of the Municipality 
are hereby authorized, by and on behalf of the Municipality, to execute the Financial Assistance 
Agreement. 

 
Section 3.  Terms of the Bonds.  The Bonds shall be designated "Sewer System Revenue 

Bonds, Series 2016" (the "Bonds"); shall be dated their date of issuance; shall be numbered one 
and upward; shall bear interest at the rate of 2.100% per annum; shall be issued in denominations 
of $0.01 or any integral multiple thereof; and shall mature on the dates and in the amounts as set 
forth in Exhibit B of the Financial Assistance Agreement and in the Bond form attached hereto 
as Exhibit A as it is from time to time adjusted by the State of Wisconsin based upon the actual 
draws made by the Municipality.  Interest on the Bonds shall be payable commencing on 
November 1, 2016 and semiannually thereafter on May 1 and November 1 of each year.  The 
Bonds shall not be subject to redemption prior to maturity except as provided in the Financial 
Assistance Agreement. 

The schedule of maturities of the Bonds is found to be such that the amount of annual debt 
service payments is reasonable in accordance with prudent municipal utility practices. 

Section 4.  Form, Execution, Registration and Payment of the Bonds.  The Bonds shall be 
issued as registered obligations in substantially the form attached hereto as Exhibit A and 
incorporated herein by this reference. 

The Bonds shall be executed in the name of the Municipality by the manual signatures of the 
City Manager and City Clerk, and shall be sealed with its official or corporate seal, if any. 

The principal of, premium, if any, and interest on the Bonds shall be paid by the Municipal 
Treasurer, who is hereby appointed as the Municipality's Bond Registrar. 

Both the principal of and interest on the Bonds shall be payable in lawful money of the 
United States of America by the Bond Registrar.  Payment of principal of the final maturity on 
the Bond will be payable upon presentation and surrender of the Bond to the Bond Registrar.  
Payment of principal on the Bond (except the final maturity) and each installment of interest 
shall be made to the registered owner of each Bond who shall appear on the registration books of 
the Municipality, maintained by the Bond Registrar, on the Record Date and shall be paid by 
check or draft of the Municipality and mailed to such registered owner at his or its address as it 
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appears on such registration books or at such other address may be furnished in writing by such 
registered owner to the Bond Registrar. 

Section 5.  Security for the Bonds.  The Bonds, together with interest thereon, shall not 
constitute an indebtedness of the Municipality nor a charge against its general credit or taxing 
power.  The Bonds, together with interest thereon, shall be payable only out of the Debt Service 
Fund hereinafter created and established, and shall be a valid claim of the registered owner or 
owners thereof only against such Debt Service Fund and the revenues of the System pledged to 
such fund, on a parity with the pledge granted to the holders of the Prior Bonds.  Sufficient 
revenues are hereby pledged to said Debt Service Fund, and shall be used for no other purpose 
than to pay the principal of, premium, if any, and interest on the Prior Bonds, the Bonds and any 
Parity Bonds as the same becomes due. 

 
 
Section 6.  Funds and Accounts.  In accordance with the Act, for the purpose of the 

application and proper allocation of the revenues of the System, and to secure the payment of the 
principal of and interest on the Prior Bonds, the Bonds and Parity Bonds, certain funds of the 
System which were created and established by a Resolution adopted November 20, 1990 are 
hereby continued and shall be used solely for the following respective purposes: 

(a) Sewer System Revenue Fund (the "Revenue Fund"), into which shall be deposited 
as received the Gross Earnings of the System, which money shall then be divided 
among the Operation and Maintenance Fund, the Debt Service Fund, the 
Depreciation Fund and the Surplus Fund in the amounts and in the manner set 
forth in Section 7 hereof and used for the purposes described below. 

(b) Sewer System Operation and Maintenance Fund (the "Operation and Maintenance 
Fund"), which shall be used for the payment of Current Expenses. 

(c) Sewer System Revenue Bond and Interest Special Redemption Fund (the "Debt 
Service Fund"), which shall be used for the payment of the principal of, premium, 
if any, and interest on the Prior Bonds, the Bonds and Parity Bonds as the same 
becomes due.  The Reserve Account provided for by the 2010 Resolution and 
continued by the 2012 Resolution within the Debt Service Fund is not pledged to 
the payment of principal of or interest on the 1996 Bonds, the 2009 Bonds, the 
2011 Bonds or the Bonds, and moneys in the Reserve Account shall under no 
circumstances be used to pay principal of or interest on the 1996 Bonds, the 2009 
Bonds, the 2011 Bonds or Bonds. 

(d) Depreciation Fund, which shall be used to provide a proper and adequate 
depreciation account for the System. 

(e) Surplus Fund, which shall first be used whenever necessary to meet requirements 
of the Operation and Maintenance Fund including the one month reserve, the 
Debt Service Fund including the Reserve Account, and the Depreciation Fund.  
Any money then remaining in the Surplus Fund at the end of any Fiscal Year may 
be used only as permitted and in the order specified in Section 66.0811(2), Wis. 
Stats.  Money thereafter remaining in the Surplus Fund may be transferred to any 
of the funds or accounts created by this section. 
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Section 7.  Application of Revenues.  After the delivery of the Bonds, the Gross Earnings of 
the System shall be deposited as collected in the Revenue Fund and shall be transferred monthly 
to the funds listed below in the following order of priority and in the manner set forth below: 

(a) to the Operation and Maintenance Fund, in an amount equal to the estimated 
Current Expenses for such month and if not needed to remedy any deficiency in 
the Debt Service Fund, for the following month (after giving effect to available 
amounts in said Fund from prior deposits); 

 

(b) to the Debt Service Fund, an amount equal to one-sixth (1/6) of the next 
installment of interest coming due on the Prior Bonds, the Bonds and any Parity 
Bonds then outstanding and an amount equal to one-twelfth (1/12) of the 
installment of principal of the Prior Bonds, the Bonds and any Parity Bonds 
coming due during such Bond Year (after giving effect to available amounts in 
said Fund from accrued interest, any premium or any other source), and any 
amount required by the 2010 Resolution, 2012 Resolution or future resolution 
authorizing Parity Bonds secured by the Reserve Account to fund the Reserve 
Account; and 

(c) to the Depreciation Fund, an amount determined by the Governing Body to be 
sufficient to provide a proper and adequate depreciation account for the System; 
and 

(d) to the Surplus Fund, any amount remaining in the Revenue Fund after the 
monthly transfers required above have been completed. 

Transfers from the Revenue Fund to the Operation and Maintenance Fund, the Debt Service 
Fund, the Depreciation Fund and the Surplus Fund shall be made monthly not later than the tenth 
day of each month, and such transfer shall be applicable to monies on deposit in the Revenue 
Fund as of the last day of the month preceding.  Any other transfers and deposits to any fund 
required or permitted by subsection (a) through (d) of this Section, except transfers or deposits 
which are required to be made immediately or annually, shall be made on or before the tenth day 
of the month.  Any transfer or deposit required to be made at the end of any Fiscal Year shall be 
made within sixty (60) days after the close of such Fiscal Year.  If the tenth day of any month 
shall fall on a day other than a business day, such transfer or deposit shall be made on the next 
succeeding business day. 

It is the express intent and determination of the Governing Body that the amounts transferred 
from the Revenue Fund and deposited in the Debt Service Fund shall be sufficient in any event 
to pay the interest on the Prior Bonds, the Bonds and any Parity Bonds as the same accrues and 
the principal thereof as the same matures, and to meet the Reserve Requirement established by 
the 2010 Resolution, 2012 Resolution or future resolution authorizing the issuance of Parity 
Bonds to be secured by the Reserve Account. 

Section 8.  Deposits and Investments.  The Debt Service Fund shall be kept apart from 
monies in the other funds and accounts of the Municipality and the same shall be used for no 
purpose other than the prompt payment of principal of and interest on the Prior Bonds, the Bonds 
and any Parity Bonds as the same becomes due and payable.  All monies therein shall be 
deposited in special and segregated accounts in a public depository selected under Chapter 34, 
Wisconsin Statutes and may be temporarily invested until needed in legal investments subject to 
the provisions of Section 66.0603(1m), Wisconsin Statutes.  The other funds herein created 
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(except the Sewer System CWFP Project Fund) may be combined in a single account in a public 
depository selected in the manner set forth above and may be temporarily invested until needed 
in legal investments subject to the provisions of Section 66.0603(1m), Wisconsin Statutes. 

 
Section 9.  Service to the Municipality.  The reasonable cost and value of services rendered 

to the Municipality by the System by furnishing sewer services for public purposes shall be 
charged against the Municipality and shall be paid in monthly installments as the service accrues, 
out of the current revenues of the Municipality collected or in the process of collection, exclusive 
of the revenues derived from the System; that is to say, out of the tax levy of the Municipality 
made by it to raise money to meet its necessary current expenses.  The reasonable cost and value 
of such service to the Municipality in each year shall be equal to an amount which, together with 
other revenues of the System, will produce in each Fiscal Year Net Revenues equivalent to not 
less than the annual principal and interest requirements on the Prior Bonds, the Bonds, any Parity 
Bonds and any other obligations payable from the revenues of the System then outstanding, 
times the greater of (i) 110% or (ii) the highest debt service coverage ratio required with respect 
to any obligations payable from revenues of the System then outstanding.  However, such 
payment out of the tax levy shall be subject to (a) approval of the Public Service Commission, or 
successors to its function, if applicable, (b) yearly appropriations therefor, and (c) applicable levy 
limitations, if any; and neither this Resolution nor such payment shall be construed as 
constituting an obligation of the Municipality to make any such appropriation over and above the 
reasonable cost and value of the services rendered to the Municipality and its inhabitants or to 
make any subsequent payment over and above such reasonable cost and value. 

Section 10.  Operation of System; Municipality Covenants.  It is covenanted and agreed by 
the Municipality with the owner or owners of the Bonds, and each of them, that the Municipality 
will perform all of the obligations of the Municipality as set forth in the Financial Assistance 
Agreement. 

Section 11.  Additional Bonds.  The Bonds are issued on a parity with the Prior Bonds as to 
the pledge of revenues of the System.  No bonds or obligations payable out of the revenues of the 
System may be issued in such manner as to enjoy priority over the Bonds.  Additional 
obligations may be issued if the lien and pledge is junior and subordinate to that of the Bonds.  
Parity Bonds may be issued only under the following circumstances: 

(a)  Additional Parity Bonds may be issued for the purpose of completing the 
Project and for the purpose of financing costs of the Project which are ineligible for 
payment under the State of Wisconsin Clean Water Fund Program.  However, such 
additional Parity Bonds shall be in an aggregate amount not to exceed 20% of the face 
amount of the Bonds; or 

(b)  Additional Parity Bonds may also be issued if all of the following conditions 
are met: 

(1)  The Net Revenues of the System for the Fiscal Year immediately 
preceding the issuance of such additional bonds must have been in an amount at 
least equal to the maximum annual interest and principal requirements on all 
bonds outstanding payable from the revenues of the System, and on the bonds 
then to be issued, times the greater of (i) 1.10 or (ii) the highest debt service 
coverage ratio to be required with respect to the Additional Parity Bonds to be 
issued or any other obligations payable from the revenues of the System then 
outstanding.  Should an increase in permanent rates and charges, including those 
made to the Municipality, be properly ordered and made effective during the 
Fiscal Year immediately prior to the issuance of such additional bonds or during 
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that part of the Fiscal Year of issuance prior to such issuance, then Net Revenues 
for purposes of such computation shall include such additional revenues as an 
independent certified public accountant, consulting professional engineer or the 
Wisconsin Public Service Commission may certify would have accrued during the 
prior Fiscal Year had the new rates been in effect during that entire immediately 
prior Fiscal Year. 

(2)  The payments required to be made into the funds enumerated in 
Section 6 of this Resolution must have been made in full. 

(3)  The additional bonds must have principal maturing on May 1 of each 
year and interest falling due on May 1 and November 1 of each year. 

(4)  The proceeds of the additional bonds must be used only for the 
purpose of providing extensions or improvements to the System, or to refund 
obligations issued for such purpose. 

Section 12.  Sale of Bonds.  The sale of the Bonds to the State of Wisconsin Clean Water 
Fund Program for the purchase price of up to $21,605,138 and at par, is ratified and confirmed; 
and the officers of the Municipality are authorized and directed to do any and all acts, including 
executing the Financial Assistance Agreement and the Bonds as hereinabove provided, necessary 
to conclude delivery of the Bonds to said purchaser, as soon after adoption of this Resolution as 
is convenient.  The purchase price for the Bonds shall be paid upon requisition therefor as 
provided in the Financial Assistance Agreement, and the officers of the Municipality are 
authorized to prepare and submit to the State requisitions and disbursement requests in 
anticipation of the execution of the Financial Assistance Agreement and the issuance of the 
Bonds. 

Section 13.  Application of Bond Proceeds.  The proceeds of the sale of the Bonds shall be 
deposited by the Municipality into a special fund designated as "Sewer System CWFP Project 
Fund."  The Sewer System CWFP Project Fund shall be used solely for the purpose of paying the 
costs of the Project as more fully described in the preamble hereof and in the Financial 
Assistance Agreement.  Moneys in the Sewer System CWFP Project Fund shall be disbursed 
within three (3) business days of their receipt from the State of Wisconsin and shall not be 
invested in any interest-bearing account. 

Section 14.  Amendment to Resolution.  After the issuance of any of the Bonds, no change or 
alteration of any kind in the provisions of this Resolution may be made until all of the Bonds 
have been paid in full as to both principal and interest, or discharged as herein provided, except: 
(a) the Municipality may, from to time, amend this Resolution without the consent of any of the 
owners of the Bonds, but only to cure any ambiguity, administrative conflict, formal defect, or 
omission or procedural inconsistency of this Resolution; and (b) this Resolution may be 
amended, in any respect, with a written consent of the owners of not less than two-thirds (2/3) of 
the principal amount of the Bonds then outstanding, exclusive of Bonds held by the 
Municipality; provided, however, that no amendment shall permit any change in the pledge of 
revenues derived from the System or the maturity of any Bond issued hereunder, or a reduction 
in the rate of interest on any Bond, or in the amount of the principal obligation thereof, or in the 
amount of the redemption premium payable in the case of redemption thereof, or change the 
terms upon which the Bonds may be redeemed or make any other modification in the terms of 
the payment of such principal or interest without the written consent of the owner of each such 
Bond to which the change is applicable. 
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Section 15.  Defeasance.  When all Bonds have been discharged, all pledges, covenants and 
other rights granted to the owners thereof by this Resolution shall cease.  The Municipality may 
discharge all Bonds due on any date by irrevocably depositing in escrow with a suitable bank or 
trust company a sum of cash and/or bonds or securities issued or guaranteed as to principal and 
interest of the U.S. Government, or of a commission, board or other instrumentality of the U.S. 
Government, maturing on the dates and bearing interest at the rates required to provide funds 
sufficient to pay when due the interest to accrue on each of said Bonds to its maturity or, at the 
Municipality's option, if said Bond is prepayable to any prior date upon which it may be called 
for redemption, and to pay and redeem the principal amount of each such Bond at maturity, or at 
the Municipality's option, if said Bond is prepayable, at its earliest redemption date, with the 
premium required for such redemption, if any, provided that notice of the redemption of all 
prepayable Bonds on such date has been duly given or provided for. 

Section 16.  Rebate Fund.  Unless the Bonds are exempt from the rebate requirements of the 
Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended (the "Code"), the Municipality shall establish and 
maintain, so long as the Bonds and any Parity Bonds are outstanding, a separate account to be 
known as the "Rebate Fund."  The sole purpose of the Rebate Fund is to provide for the payment 
of any rebate liability with respect to the Bonds under the relevant provisions of the Code and the 
Treasury Regulations promulgated thereunder (the "Regulations").  The Rebate Fund shall be 
maintained by the Municipality until all required rebate payments with respect to the Bonds have 
been made in accordance with the relevant provisions of the Code and the Regulations. 

The Municipality hereby covenants and agrees that it shall pay to the United States from the 
Rebate Fund, at the times and in the amounts and manner required by the Code and the 
Regulations, the portion of the "rebate amount" (as defined in Section 1.148-3(b) of the 
Regulations) that is due as of each "computation date" (within the meaning of Section 1.148-3(e) 
of the Regulations).  As of the date of this Resolution, the provisions of the Regulations 
specifying the required amounts of rebate installment payments and the time and manner of such 
payments are contained in Sections 1.148-3(f) and (g) of the Regulations, respectively.  Amounts 
held in the Rebate Fund and the investment income therefrom are not pledged as security for the 
Bonds or any Parity Bonds and may only be used for the payment of any rebate liability with 
respect to the Bonds. 

 
 
The Municipality may engage the services of accountants, attorneys or other consultants 

necessary to assist it in determining the rebate payments, if any, owed to the United States with 
respect to the Bonds.  The Municipality shall maintain or cause to be maintained records of 
determinations of rebate liability with respect to the Bonds for each computation date until six 
(6) years after the retirement of the last of the Bonds.  The Municipality shall make such records 
available to the State of Wisconsin upon reasonable request therefor. 

Section 17.  Resolution a Contract.  The provisions of this Resolution shall constitute a 
contract between the Municipality and the owner or owners of the Bonds, and after issuance of 
any of the Bonds no change or alteration of any kind in the provisions of this Resolution may be 
made, except as provided in Section 14, until all of the Bonds have been paid in full as to both 
principal and interest.  The owner or owners of any of the Bonds shall have the right in addition 
to all other rights, by mandamus or other suit or action in any court of competent jurisdiction, to 
enforce such owner's or owners' rights against the Municipality, the Governing Body thereof, and 
any and all officers and agents thereof including, but without limitation, the right to require the 
Municipality, its Governing Body and any other authorized body, to fix and collect rates and 
charges fully adequate to carry out all of the provisions and agreements contained in this 
Resolution. 
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Section 18.  Continuing Disclosure.  The officers of the Municipality are hereby authorized 
and directed, if requested by the State of Wisconsin, to provide to the State of Wisconsin Clean 
Water Fund Program and to such other persons or entities as directed by the State of Wisconsin 
such ongoing disclosure regarding the Municipality's financial condition and other matters, at 
such times and in such manner as the Clean Water Fund Program may require, in order that 
securities issued by the Municipality and the State of Wisconsin satisfy rules and regulations 
promulgated by the Securities and Exchange Commission under the Securities Exchange Act of 
1934, as amended and as it may be amended from time to time, imposed on brokers and dealers 
of municipal securities before the brokers and dealers may buy, sell, or recommend the purchase 
of such securities. 

Section 19.  Conflicting Resolutions.  All ordinances, resolutions (other than the Prior 
Resolutions), or orders, or parts thereof heretofore enacted, adopted or entered, in conflict with 
the provisions of this Resolution, are hereby repealed and this Resolution shall be in effect from 
and after its passage.  In case of any conflict between this Resolution and the Prior Resolutions, 
the Prior Resolutions shall control as long as any of the respective Prior Bonds are outstanding.

RESOLUTION ENCOURAGING AND SUPPORTING THE UNDERTAKING OF A 
STUDY BY WALWORTH COUNTY ON ALTERNATIVE LONG-TERM SERVICE 
DELIVERY OPTIONS RELATIVE TO FIRE AND/OR EMERGENCY MEDICAL 

(EMS) SERVICES 
 
WHEREAS, the majority of Walworth County receives fire and EMS services through volunteer 
municipal departments who have and continue to demonstrate their commitment to their 
respective communities through these volunteer efforts; and 
 
WHEREAS, a number of factors such as more volunteers working outside of the community and 
therefore unavailable for daytime incidents, increases in call volume (especially in the area of 
emergency medical responses) making it harder for local businesses to allow an employee to  
respond during working hours, and increases in training requirements are stressing volunteer 
systems; and 
 
WHEREAS, there is a significant correlation, dependent on the nature of the call, between 
response time and effectiveness of the response and as such effective primary and secondary 
response areas may transcend corporate boundaries; and 
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WHEREAS, fire and EMS services are a County-wide concern and viewing long-term 
alternative  delivery service options from this larger geographical area may enhance the process 
of identifying primary and secondary response areas from a broader “best practices” response 
perspective; 
 
NOW THEREFORE, BE IT  RESOLVED that the Common Council of the City of Whitewater 
hereby stands with neighboring municipalities in requesting that the Walworth County Board 
consider undertaking a County-Wide study on long-term alternative service delivery options 
relative to Fire and/or Emergency Medical (EMS) services.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING SECTIONS 16.14.580, 16.14.585 and 16.14.586 
CONCERNING GREASE, OIL AND SAND INTERCEPTORS 

The Common Council of the City of Whitewater, Walworth and Jefferson Counties, Wisconsin, 
do ordain as follows: 
SECTION 1.  Whitewater Municipal Code Chapter 16.14 Section 16.14.580 is hereby amended 
to read as follows: 
The requirement to install grease, oil or sand interceptors is set forth in the Wisconsin Dept. of 
Commerce Administrative Code (DCOM 82.34). Units shall be installed by the user at their 
expense according to this standard. All new, altered or remodeled plumbing systems receiving 
grease, fats, oils or similar products from cooking or food preparation, along with car wash 
facilities, require grease/sand interceptors with the exception of residential dwelling units. 
Installations must be done in a manner to allow for easy accessibility for inspections, 
maintenance and repair. In addition, the city may require a grease interceptor where an onsite 
drain system is reduced or filled due to congealed grease per DCOM 82.34 (5)(b)(3). 
SECTION 2.  Whitewater Municipal Code Chapter 16.14 Section 16.14.585 is hereby amended 
to read as follows: 
Where installed, grease, oil and sand interceptors shall be maintained at the owner's expense and 
shall be kept in continuous and efficient operation. At a minimum, cleaning must be done at least 
once in a twelve-month period regardless of manufacturer recommendations.  The calendar year 
for inspection purposes runs from January 1st through December 31st.  Cleaning practices cannot 
be performed “in house” per NR113.04.  All maintenance needs to be performed by a Wisconsin 
Sanitary License holder as defined in NR113.03(74).  The city reserves the right to increase the 
required maintenance frequency if sufficient cause is observed. Receipts of required maintenance 
shall be forwarded to the city clerk's office by January 1st of each year. Failure to comply with 
the maintenance procedures will result in reinspections and the fees that accompany this 
procedure per Whitewater Ordinance 1.29.020. 
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SECTION 3.  Whitewater Municipal Code Chapter 16.14 Section 16.14.586 is hereby amended 
to read as follows: 
The introduction of grease or fat emulsifiers into a grease interceptor is prohibited as set forth in 
DCOM 82.34(5)(e).  In addition, enzyme additives, flushing with hot water or steam are 
prohibited means with regard to required maintenance of grease interceptors within the city.

FINALREADING OF ORDINANCE AMENDING ZONING CODE CHAPTER 19.21 
(MULTI FAMILY RESIDENCE DISTRICT) WHICH INCLUDES, BUT IS NOT 
LIMITED TO, CHANGES TO LOT COVERAGE RESTRICTIONS, YARD SIZE 
REQUIREMENTS AND LOT IMPERVIOUS SURFACE REGULATIONS.  City Attorney 
McDonell prepared the proposed ordinance,  which relates to impervious surface and yard 
requirements in the R-3 zoning district.  It was noted that approval of this ordinance will be 
considered a “second reading.” 
 

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 19.21 OF THE MUNICIPAL CODE (R-3 
ZONING DISTRICT). 

 
 

The Common Council of the City of Whitewater, Walworth and Jefferson Counties, Wisconsin, 
do ordain as follows: 
SECTION 1.  Whitewater Municipal Code Chapter 19.21 is hereby amended to read as follows: 
19.21.050 Lot Width 
Minimum lot width in the R-3 district is: 
 

A.  One-family and two- family dwellings 66 feet for all improved lots existing at the time 
of adoption of the ordinance codified in this section; 

B. One family, 66 feet for all new single-family dwellings constructed after the adoption of 
the ordinance codified in this section; 

C. Two-family, 80 feet (80’) for all newly constructed two-family dwellings; 
D. Multi-family dwellings, one hundred (100) feet. 

 
19.21.060 Yard Requirements for One-Family and Two-Family Dwellings, located in the R-3.   
 

A.  Front, thirty (30) feet first floor (not more than 40% of the yard may be an impervious 
surface except as a conditional use). 

B. Side, fifteen (15) feet; corner lots twenty-five (25) feet. 
C. Rear, thirty (30) feet (not more than 40% of the yard may be an impervious surface 

except as a conditional use).   
D. Shore, seventy-five (75) feet.  All Shoreland shall be in compliance with Chapter 19.46, 

and in addition, may require DNR approval. 
 
19.21.065 Yard Requirements for R-3 Multi-Family Dwelling Units. 
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A.  Front, thirty (30) feet first floor (a lesser front yard may be allowed by a conditional use 
permit). 

B. Side, fifteen (15) feet; corner lots twenty-five (25) feet, a lesser side yard may be allowed 
by a conditional use permit). 

C. Rear, thirty (30) feet (a lesser rear yard may be allowed by  conditional use permit). 
D. Shore, seventy-five (75) feet, all Shoreland shall be in compliance with Chapter 19.46, 

and in addition may require DNR approval. 
 
19.21.070 Lot Coverage. 
 
A.  Three hundred fifty (350) square of usable open space shall be required per each dwelling 
unit for structures with two (2) or more units. 
 

1.  Usable open space.  Usable open space is that part of the ground level of a zoning lot, 
other than in a required front or corner side yard, which is unoccupied by driveways, 
drive aisles, service drives, off-street parking spaces, and/or loading berths and is 
obstructed to the sky.  This space of minimum prescribed dimension shall be available to 
all occupants of the building and shall be usable for greenery, drying yards, recreational 
space, gardening and other leisure activities normally carried on outdoors.  Where and to 
the extent prescribed in these regulations, balconies and roof areas, designed and 
improved for outdoor activities, may also be considered as usable open space.  The usable 
open space shall be planned as an assemblage or singularly designed area that maximizes 
the size for open space usage.   

2. EXAMPLE:  A four Unit building is required to have 1,400 square feet of usable open 
space.   

B.  The maximum impervious surface: 
 

1.  Maximum lot coverage (principal and accessory structures) for one-family and two-
family dwellings in the R-3 is thirty percent (30%). 

a.  Maximum impervious surface for one-family and two-family dwellings located in 
the R-3: 

 
1.  Not more than forty percent (40%) of the front yard shall be impervious surface 

except as a conditional use.  Not more than forty percent (40%) of the rear yard 
shall be impervious surface except as a conditional use. 

2. The following chart shall be used to determine the maximum percent of allowed 
impervious surface to determine the threshold for stormwater mitigation plan 
requirements on one-family and two-family lots in the R-3 District. 

 
 

Maximum Impervious Surface  
Less than 7,000 sq. ft. 65% 
7,000 sq. ft to 8,499 sq ft. 60% 
8,500 sq ft. to 9,999 sq. ft. 55% 
10,000 sq. ft. and over 50% 
  

 
3.  Percentage of impervious surface shall calculated by taking the total surface area 

of the existing and proposed impervious surface and dividing it by the total lot 
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area (note the minimum lot requirement for new lots in R-3 is eight thousand 
square feet for one-family and twelve thousand square feet for two-family. 

 
 

2.  Maximum Impervious surface for multi-family dwellings: 
 
Review by engineering staff and approval by the neighborhood services Department or the 
plan and Architectural Review Commission shall be required. 
 

3.   The principals and standards set for the in the City of Whitewater Erosion Control 
and Stormwater Management requirements policy which includes the City’s 
stormwater management ordinance (Chapter 16.16) and the City’s construction site 
control ordinance (16.18), shall be used as a guide by the property owner and staff for 
drafting and reviewing stormwater management plans.

1. Roll Call  
Meeting called to order by C. Clapper at 6:09 pm.  Lynn Binnie selected as the lead 
chairperson going forward. 
 

2. Debrief on council discussion related to No Fault Sewer Backup Insurance.  
a. No Fault Insurance Policy would provide citizens with a monetary means to fix sewer 

back up into their homes from city funds which in essence are being provided even 
though the city is not liable. 

b. This type of policy would also be able to educate the public on damages that can arise 
from sewer lateral lines. 
 

3. Review sewer backup insurance policies examples from other communities.  
a. Existing policies were reviewed from the following communities:   

Davenport, Iowa  
Boise, Idaho 
Marion, Iowa 
Palm Coast, Florida 
Tooele, Utah 
West St. Paul, Minnesota 

b. C. Clapper suggests incorporating so all mechanicals and structural damage to a dwelling 
would be paid out before personal property would be paid out. 

c. C. Grady and L. Binnie agree they would like to be able to assemble a No Fault Sewer 
Backup Insurance Policy to present to council. 

d. C. McDonell briefs the committee on prior claims with the city pointing out the last 
significant claim with the city was in 2009 for $6000, which was not paid out by the city. 
The City has never significantly paid out on any sewer backup claims. The type of cases 
which would use the majority of the funds for this type of policy are very few and far in 
between. 

e. Davenport, Iowa procedures are reviewed for inclusion into the proposed City of 
Whitewater  No Fault Sewer Backup Policy: 

i. Commercial property should be eliminated. (Agree) 
ii. Claim will be reviewed to determine if the owner has a no-fault claim or a tort 

claim (Agree) 
iii. $7500 per lateral limit, per year for all costs and damages.  Included in the $7500 

limit is reimbursement of personal property and/or possessions up to $1000, per 
building per year. (Agree) 
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iv. Property owner would be required to install a sewer backflow prevention device.  
The cost of installation is eligible for reimbursement under the $7500 limit. 
(Agree) 

v. Property owner will be required to sign a full and complete release of any and all 
claims against the City arising from the sewer back up incident in order to receive 
payment. (Agree) 

vi. The backups must have resulted from a condition in the City’s sanitary sewer 
system. (Agree) Backups caused by any condition in the sewer lateral are 
excluded from this program. Storm water infiltration in to a basement that does 
not originate from the sanitary sewer system is not eligible for this program. 
(Agree) C. McDonell will check on proposed release date of lateral insurance the 
“city” will be promoting to residents to cover their laterals.  

vii. Property owners are responsible for providing sufficient documentation and 
notice to the city in order to prove the occurrence of a sewer backup. (Agree) 

viii. Costs that are or will be eligible to be covered under the property owner’s own 
homeowners or property insurance are not eligible for reimbursement under this 
program. Deductibles would be able to be reimbursed through the proposed No 
Fault Sewer Policy. (Agree) 

ix. Property owners must report a claim under this program within 30 days of the 
sewer backup event to be eligible for reimbursement. (Agree to 30 days but 
should specify a claim form must be submitted within 30 days to the city.) 

x. Property owners will have 12 months from the date of the event to file 
reimbursement paperwork.  At the end of those 12 months, the City will close the 
claim if the claimant has failed to seek reimbursement.(Disagree with 12 months 
and recommend 6 months) 

xi. The City Council reserves the right to make changes to or to rescind the No-Fault 
Sewer Backup Reimbursement Program at anytime should it decide, in its sole 
discretion, that the public interest is served by such changes or rescission. (Agree 
with the addition to put an aggregate limit on large scale events) 

f. C. McDonell moves the committee to discussing key issues regarding a No Fault Sewer 
Backup Insurance Policy: 
i. Limits:  Does the City want an aggregate limit, per line limit and personal item 

limit?  Previous discussed limits (item e) were $1000 personal property limit and 
a $7500 per lateral limit versus a building limit.  Suggested per year aggregate 
limit, $30,000 extendable by city council (placeholder based on 4 homes using 
the maximum limit per year).  Grady mentions since we are currently borrowing 
for the sewer system, taking $30,000 from the sewer money and put this aside to 
fund this policy for the first couple of years.   

ii. Backflow Preventers: $1500-$2000 is the average cost to install the device.  
McDonell suggests the following to be included in the policy: This is a one-time 
sewer backup reimbursement. This reimbursement applies to a building and the 
property owner(s) at the time of the event. Subsequent sewer backups at building, 
while owned by the same property owner(s), will not be eligible for 
reimbursement. Committee agrees to make backflow preventers encouraged but 
not required and include McDonell’s suggested wording as noted above. 
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iii. Tenant vs. Landlord: Committee agrees to view each claim separately but 
jointly they have the $7500 cap with $1000 for personal property.  Tenant vs. 
Landlord check box should be included on the city claim form.  

iv. Adjuster:  Would be at the City discretions on a case-by-case basis. 
v. Actual Cost Value Basis vs. Fair Market Replacement Value: Fixtures will be 

replaced at fair market value and personal property will be replaced at 50% of 
estimated replacement cost as determined by the city up to $1000.00.  

    
4. Discuss next steps for the task force. 

a. C. McDonell will write up suggested policy with W. McDonell reviewing. 
b. C. McDonell will discuss with D.Saubert on different funding options available.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING TITLE 19 REGARDING KEEPING OF HORSES 

The Common Council of the City of Whitewater, Walworth and Jefferson Counties, 
Wisconsin, do ordain as follows: 

SECTION 1.  Whitewater Municipal Code Chapter 19.57, Section 19.57.160 is hereby 
amended to read as follows: 

19.57.160 - Keeping of horses as an accessory use.  

Horses may be kept as an accessory use in any zoning district, upon the granting of a 
conditional use permit, and subject to the following standards: 

1. The lot on which the horses will be kept and exercised shall be not less than two 
(2) acres in total area. 

2. For each horse kept on the lot, there shall be a minimum of one (1) acre of open 
usable land for horse exercise and manure management. Such open land may not 
include wetlands, woodlands, lands with over a twelve (12) percent slope, or 
lands within seventy-five (75) feet of wetlands or navigable water. 

3. Outdoor horse containment areas, including, but not limited to barns and exercise 
areas, shall be completely enclosed and shall meet the standards of Wisconsin 
Statutes Chapter 90 (fences). 

4. The use shall meet and maintain specific conditions of the conditional use permit 
approval including, but not limited to, the protection of human, animal, and 
environmental health; and the character of the surrounding neighborhood and 
publicly owned lands. 

5. The applicant is required to submit a manure management plan that must be 
approved by the neighborhood services director.  Manure storage shall be 
designed to limit leachate entering surface and ground water.  Manure must be 
placed at least fifty (50) feet from property lines and at least one-hundred (100) 
feet from wetlands and surface water.

SUMMARY OF ITEM BEING PRESENTED: As Council is aware, Public Works has been 
unable to follow the replacement cycle of getting new equipment for use by City staff. We have 
many old trucks that are causing us many extra hours of labor time to keep street safe, and then 
we have problems with allowing some of these vehicles to be taken out of the City for picking 
up parts, schools and conference as well as other needed duties. I have asked our local car 
dealers to look for pickups, two regular cab, one extended cab and a cargo van for Building 
maintenance as well as a usable vehicle for Park and Rec. staff to leave town with for after 
school classes or to purchase items for concession sales, as well as attending schools and 
conferences.  
At this time I have found a used 2013 Ford Edge from Ketterhagen Motors. This vehicle will 
replace the used Ford Escape that the Park and Recreation Department is now using, that staff 
has found to be unsafe to leave the City. The used Escape will be put up for auction at a later 
date.  

BUDGET IMPACT, IF ANY: 
Funds for payment will come out of the Equipment replacement fund. In 2016 Budget 
$300,000.00 was added to this account to help with needed vehicles and to get DPW equipment 
back to safe operating levels.

PREVIOUS ACTION, IF ANY: None 
 
SUMMARY OF ITEM BEING PRESENTED: 
The Parks & Recreation Board discussed a possible redesign of the logo for Parks & Recreation at 
their meeting on April 13. After reviewing the materials for the meeting staff is asking the Common 
Council for feedback regarding the possibility of changing the logo for the municipality city-wide. 
The current logo, while attractive and colorful, is difficult and expensive to reproduce, especially 
when printing the logo on clothing or equipment. A modified version of the current logo exists to 
mitigate the difficulty. However, that logo is black and white. 
 
The new proposed designs would be less expensive to print and duplicate. They also leave room for 
flexibility to switch out text below the logo so that individual departments and divisions could be 
identified while maintaining continuity of the city-wide image. 
 
The cost of making the logo change would likely be minimal as many of the City’s vehicles and signs 
(including the municipal building) carry the current logo on a replaceable decal. 
 
All proposed options are included here for review and comment. Staff’s initial request is for specific 
consideration of the logo proposals that continue to incorporate the historic depot and allow for 
interchangeable department titles. A timeline for a final approval would be developed based on 
direction from the Common Council.
